Report of the COUNCIL MEETING 2 February 2017 
Marwood Methodist Church Hall, Guineaford 

 
In the absence of the Chairman and Vice-Chairman, Cllr 
C Spear acted as Chairman 
Members Present: Cllrs. R Berry, D Chugg, A 
Skentelbery, T Bigge, C Spear, C Wallis 
Apologies:  Cllrs. Mrs S Darling, C Latham, S Button, 
PCSO Dale Kingdon. 
In Attendance:  Cllr Mrs A Davis, Cllr F Tucker, M J 
Measures (Clerk to the Council) 
Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting 8 December 
2016: The Minutes were agreed and signed as a true 
record 
Reports from County and District Councillors: 
A copy of the report from Cllr Mrs Davis was given to 
each Councillor.  It highlighted the Consultation on Public 
Health Nursing Service; the New Healthy Lifestyle 
Service; the construction of the new roundabout at North 
Devon District Hospital (a copy of the report is attached 
to the Minutes). Cllr Spear asked about the problems of 
flooding at Milltown and the proposed new culvert-grid. 
Cllr Mrs Davis said she will contact DCC Highways to 
liaise directly with Cllr Spear. Cllr Mrs Davis said the 
temporary traffic lights on the B3230 will remain for 
several months as there is considerable damage to the 
highway. 
Cllr Mrs Davis left the meeting at 19.45 to attend another 

meeting 

Cllr Tucker commented on the ñclosureò of the two 
theatres and said the ñDistrict Council is doing all it can to 
keep them from permanent closureò. He alerted Members 
and the public of an increase in fraud by telephone and 
computer. There have been questions asked about the 
new homes in Prixford and Cllr Tucker asked for the 
Minutes to record:  
ñPrixford Discounted New Homes for Local Buyersò.

Letter from Alison Hernandez, Police & Crime 
Commissioner concerning the ñPolice and Crime Plan 
2017 – 2020 for Devon, Cornwall and the Isles of Scillyò.  
The report includes, ñthe Chief Constable has decided 
that to maximise priority investment he will seek to 
reduce PCSO numbers over the next four years, by 
utilising natural turnover and through redeployment of 
PCSOs into investment areas like the new staff criminal 
investigator rolesò. 
Members commented that they would not wish to lose 
the services of a PCSO, who covers the Parish area, as 
he provides a worthwhile and necessary link with the 
public and the Parish Council. The Clerk was instructed 
to write expressing their views.

£57.30; Clerk reported the balance at 2 February as 
£7799.03 (this includes a grant of £2500.00 from Cllr Mrs 
Davis towards the cost of notice boards). The precept 
has been requested at £4500 for 2017/18     Contd.

Following discussion it 
was agreed that the Clerk write to the solicitor asking for 
a site visit in order to obtain more information and to 
clarify the request.
