Marwood Community Hall - April Update 
 

     The Hall is now in the final stages of construction with 
all the scaffolding gone, all the electrical wiring installed 
and internal walls up and plaster-boarded. The pipes for 
the under-floor heating are going down and by the time 
you read this the floor screed will have been laid and will 
be drying out. Fitting the kitchen, painting, and laying the 

sports floor in the main hall will be the last jobs. Building 
completion is now set for Thursday 30th April.  To 
give the community the opportunity to  come and 
have a look as soon as we have the building 
handed over to us everyone is invited to  the new 
hall on Saturday May 2nd, from 3:00 - 5:00pm, 
this being the day after we get the keys.   
     Unfortunately the school site and playing field will 
continue to look like a building site until the end of May as 
a new school sewerage system is being installed by 
Devon County Council. The new hall will connect into this.   
With this work going on, to allow time for any snagging 
work to be completed on the Hall and for purchasing items 

to equip and furnish the Hall, our Opening Event is 
being planned for the afternoon of Saturday 13th 
June. This will be for all the community, with 

refreshments provided. We hope to have displays manned 
by prospective hirers of the hall so everyone can see the 
potential uses. There will be more detail nearer the time, 
but please keep this date free. 
     We have been very fortunate in our applications for 
grants to equip and furnish the hall. We need to purchase 
amongst other items, chairs, tables, crockery and cutlery, 
a PA system and an easily movable stage. In the February 
update I reported that we had received grants from the 
Rotary Clubs of Barnstaple, the North Devon Town & 
Parish Fund and from North Devon and Devon County 
Community Councillor Grant Schemes. We have now 
received further grants from the Big Lottery Fund Awards 
for All, the Foyle Foundation, the Devon Community 
Foundation and from Marwood Matters *. In total we have 
raised £18,629, which is way beyond our expectations and 
gets us off to a great start. 
     More enhancements are being planned but first we 
want to have our Opening Event, start using the Hall and 
then have our next AGM to discuss future plans. 
     Lastly, a reminder that any thoughts on clubs or 
activities you would like to see run in Marwood should be
